· Cumulative Normal Probabilities for the Standard Normal (Z) table is found in the 2008 book on page 122 (please number pages) and in the 2007 book on page 111. The probability values provided vary between the two editions: 

· ver. 2008: P (0 <  Z  < Z score) 

· ver. 2007: P (Z  < Z score)   so the p values are different by 0.5

Example: For Z score = 1 ver. 2008 provides a value of 0.3413 (shaded area right of 0)
